Introduction

The purposef the USDA Farm to School Grant Program is to assist eligible entities in implementing

farm to school programs that improve access to local foods in eligible schools. On an annual basis, USDA
awards up to $5 million in competitive grants for program plagnimplementation, and support

activities that may include training, partnership development, equipment purchases, and development
andmaintenance of school garders.

In FY 2013, planning and implementation grants were offered to eligible entitie¥. 2014, support
service grants were introduced, and in FY 2015, training grants were made available using additional,
discretionary program funds from the USDA Farm to School Progmagy. 2016 training grants, which
were very well received in FY 2016ntinued with grant program funding.hese four grant tracks are
described below.

(1) Planning grantsire intended for schools or school districts just starting to incorporate farm tqg
school program elements into their operations.

(2) Implementation grantsareintended for schools or school districts to help expand or further
develop existing farm to school initiatives.

(3) Support Service grantare intended for state and local agencies, Indian tribal organizations,
agricultural producers or groups of agricultupabducers, and noiprofit entities working with
schools or districts to further develop existing farm to school initiatives and to provide broad
reaching support services to farm to school initiatives.

(4) Training grantsare open to the same entities as gt service grantsind are used to
disseminate best practices and sptestrategies known to succe€d.

YIn FY 2015, USDA awarded slightly more than $5 million in grants using additional discretionary program funds.
ZIn FY 2016, USDA awarded $495,211 in grant funds towards volunteer service awards. Additional details about
these projects are provided in Appdix C.

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Grant Requests and Awards

Amounts and Types

From FY 2018 FY 2016grant program applicants requesteghproximately $98.@nillion in funding and
were awardedb20.4million. Award amounts ranged frof14,613 to$100000, with amaverage award
amount of $68,08. Grant awards supported no more than @ércentof the total costs of each project.

Partnerships and Outreach Activities

Diversepartnerships between the margchool and communitpasedstakeholders (i.e. school faculty

and staff, parents, farmers, distributors, food service companies, and policy makers) are a key
component of program success and sustainability. Recognizing this, USDA requires that applicants for
implementation and suppadrservice grants demonstrate proof of existing partnerships. For planning
grants, identifying partners and solidifying partnerships during the funding cycle is a required key
component.

Communication and outreach are also critical program elements netdedild the less formal
partnerships with the larger community including parents, local businesses, community members, and
other important stakeholders. Proposed partnershipd outreacthactivities are shown in Table 5
