Background:  

The Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) received a supplemental appropriation via the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act) that may be used for FDPIR equipment upgrades and facility improvement needs related to the preparation, prevention, and response to COVID-19.  Use this form to inform us of current coronavirus related FDPIR equipment upgrade and facility improvement needs.  Funds under this request will be allocated this fiscal year (FY) 2020 and will have a period of performance through September 30, 2023.  
Instructions:

· Please complete the request template and submit it to your FNS Regional Office (via email) by close of business on May 15, 2020.
· Only include items that are allowable, necessary, and reasonable and are expected to be purchased in part or in whole with federal funds.  
· These equipment upgrades and facility improvements must be related to the prevention, preparation for, and response to coronavirus.

· Unallowable costs include funding for increased staffing as this is not considered facility improvements or equipment upgrades.  Other unallowable costs include costs associated with normal day-to-day operations that are not related to coronavirus improvements or upgrades.
· Do not include items that are expected to be purchased entirely with Tribal or State funds.  
· Do not included items that are expected to be purchased with FDPIR administrative funds which were already received from FNS in FY 2020. 

· If your facility is a multi-use building, please provide projected cost information that reflects only the FDPIR share of the total anticipated cost.
